The Level 5 Diploma in Education and Training is a teaching qualification
which has a teaching/training practice requirement. It is an ‘in service’
qualification designed for those working or wishing to work as teachers/
trainers. All candidates will be requireed to complete a minimum of 100
hours of teaching as part of the study programme.

¢ Knowledge of the relationship between theory/principles and practice in
the context of your existing or future role

e Aplanned approach to reading and research relating to principles,
theories and practice

e  Consideration of how professional values impact on working in your area
e Delivery of courses in a job role

e Evidence of a reflective approach

¢ Reflection on own practice grounded upon reading

trainers in the further education and skills sector, such as:




e Teaching, learning and assessment in education and training

¢ Developing teaching learning and assessment in education and training
e Theories, principles and models of education and training

e Wider professional practice and development in education and training
