transferable skills, or progression onto an
alternative Level 3 programme. Most of our
Level 3 graduates progress onto drama and
dance schools in the UK - Arts Ed, Guildford
School of Acting, the Academy of Live and
Recorded Arts, Birmingham School of Acting,
LIPA, Laban etc. Students have also gone

on to study teaching, creative writing and
technical theatre, or used their skills to

gain employment on island. Your tutors will
provide information, advice and guidance
to help you make informed decisions about
your next steps.
