This course is available to employees currently working in the electrical 
contracting or supply industry or those whose work involves electrical 
installation, maintenance, repair or modification of existing installations. It 
allows you to learn, develop and practice the skills required for progression 
in the sector.

The course is in line with industry standards and will enable you to work at 
the level required in both Guernsey and the UK.

The recommended time for completion of this course is five years. 
You will attend College for one day a week for off-the-job training.
