Workforce Academy (full-time)

Qualification - City & Guilds Entry

from 16 to 22 and are ready to 
engage in meaningful steps towards 
employment. 

You will develop knowledge and skills 
in:

•	 Planning and making a journey

•	 Basic cooking

•	 Basic food preparation

•	 Working in a team

•	 Personal presentation and hygiene 

•	 Looking after customers 

•	 Handling stock  

•	 Keeping work areas clean and tidy
